General comments

The first part of the First Language Turkish Reading exam paper is based on a fiction text. Candidates are
tested on their ability to understand what is said explicitly or implicitly in a text they have read; whether they
can analyse and evaluate the text in order to answer questions about it; and their understanding of how
writers use effects to influence the reader.

Comments on specific guestions

Section A
In order to do well in Question 1 and 2, candidates need to:

e write their answers in their own words unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage

e write concise answers

e read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise question asked

e remember that if two marks are available for a question, they will need to provide two points in their
answer in order to have access to full marks for that question.

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage A and test the candidates’ ability to:

AO1 Reading

R1 demonstrate understanding of explicit meaning
R2 demonstrate understanding of implicit meaning and attitude. 16 marks

Candidates should be reminded that all the answers to the questions are in Text A and the questions are
arranged according to the order of the explanation in the text (with the exception of a synoptic question
which would cover the whole text). Candidates should read the questions carefully to understand the details
and focus on the key points to answer correctly. They should only write the answer and not copy the entire
section where the answer is located.

There are 25 marks available for Reading.

Question 1

(a) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. Some candidates lost a mark by writing
‘They wondered who the people who lived in the house were’ instead of ‘They were successful in

finding out who the people who lived in the house were’. Candidates should carefully consider the
information given in the text when answering the questions.

(b) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. The most popular answers were ‘The
old couple kept watch over the cherries’ and ‘the old couple cried when the solicitor brought the
rent money’.

(c) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly. Candidates who were not sure of the

meaning of the word ‘tesrif’ gave answers that were considered incorrect, such as ‘the doctor
honouring the patient’s home’, rather than ‘The doctor seeing, examining or visiting the patient’.
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(d) This question was answered correctly by many candidates. Most candidates made the connection
between ‘the seriousness of the disease’ and therefore ‘paying money is inevitable’.

(e) Most of the candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates used the word ‘ganice’
which is used in the text, while others used the word ‘more’, which has the same meaning.

(f) Candidates who could not work out the meaning of the words ‘ahret’ and ‘havalename’ in the
passage could not answer this question correctly. Some candidates got full marks by saying ‘The
doctor thought they would pay part of the examination fee with prayers’ based on the phrase
‘Apparently they will transfer some of the visit fee to God Almighty’ in the previous sentence. Those
who wrote ‘The doctor thought they would pay the entire examination fee with prayers’ were not
awarded the mark. It is recommended that candidates comprehend the relevant part of the
question very well before answering.

(9) On the whole, this question was answered correctly. Some candidates wrote ‘The doctor found this
statement significant’ as an answer and received no marks because it was necessary to explain
what was significant about the statement.

(h) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly. The common incorrect answer was
‘The old lady no longer listens to her husband.’

(i) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly.

)] Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(k) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly.

({)] Many candidates answered this question correctly. The common mistake was ‘Because Zehra was
buried under the cherry tree in the garden’. In fact, the old couple just thought or assumed this was
the case.

Question 2

These sub-questions are based on Passage A, and test the candidates’ ability to:
R4 demonstrate understanding of how writers achieve effects and influence readers. [9 marks]

(a) Some candidates only explained the meaning of the words ‘fat customer’ and ‘generous’. What was
required was to understand the subtle sarcasm the author used with these words. Some
candidates showed that they understood the irony and gave good explanations.

(b) Some candidates did not get any marks because they did not explain why the doctor was
surprised. Those who got full marks were able to explain that the doctor was very surprised by the
‘generous behaviour from people who thought he was so stingy’.

(c) Those who explained ‘It becomes important because it helps the doctor who thinks he knows the
elderly couple very well, realise that he doesn’t know them at all’ gained the mark

(d) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly.

(e) Here, candidates who got full marks gave examples of how the gardener’s actions were not in line
with common sense. For example, they got full marks for ‘The gardener ignored the old woman's
request for a few cherries and turned his head the other way’ and ‘He ignored the crying of the old
woman and her granddaughter’, stating that this was not in line with common sense.

(f) Those candidates who stated that ‘golden hair’ reminded them of life and beauty, while ‘blood-
stained hair’ reminded them of the opposite meanings of pain and evil, achieved the mark.
Candidates who only wrote that gold hair was ‘blonde’ and blood-stained hair was ‘red’ did not
receive the mark.
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(9) Candidates who explained the effect of the author’s words on the reader, their feelings and
thoughts received the mark. The most common responses were sadness, sorrow, appreciation and
regret.

(h) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly.
Section B
Question 3

(R3) In this question, candidates are expected to write a 200—250 word directed writing piece to answer the
question by analysing, evaluating and developing the information, ideas and opinions they have obtained
from Text B and Text C. (R5) In this way, candidates’ ability to choose the sections they should use in their
directed writing is also assessed.

AO1 Reading [15 points]

Candidates will be evaluated based on their ability to:

e (R3) select a wide range of facts, ideas and opinions from both texts.
Using the support they get from the text, analyse, evaluate and develop facts, ideas and opinions.

For example: In a good planning, the sustainability of the environment and human relationships is very
important. In a plan that pays attention to this situation, the land is not only used for housing but also for
other elements. Plans that will meet the cultural and entertainment needs of the people such as opera
houses, amusement parks, theatres and sports halls are good plans.

¢ (R5) to select and use the necessary information for a specific purpose.
The candidate develops, evaluates and analyses the chosen content in a way that clearly fulfils all
elements of the task.

For example: One of the biggest problems in rushed projects, such as in a Black Sea plateau, is
environmental pollution. If illegal constructions, shanty houses are not followed up, or if other settlements are
damaged due to a planning error, chaos may result.

AO2 Writing [10 marks]

Candidates will be assessed on their ability to:

WH1 articulate experience and express what is thought, felt and imagined

W2 organise and structure ideas and opinions for deliberate effect

W3 use a range of vocabulary and sentence structures appropriate to context
W4 use register appropriate to context

W5 make accurate use of spelling, punctuation and grammar.

Candidates who want to get a high score for writing should pay attention to the following points:

e The directed writing piece should be easy to understand, well organised, and a good connection should
be established between sentences and paragraphs.

The points related to the question in both texts should be carefully selected. When making and
developing points, it is not essential to follow the order of the information in the original texts.

e  Sections copied from the original texts do not earn points. The writing should be original.

The length of the text should be as stated in the instructions, and the response should be legible.

The directed writing should be in complete sentences and the paragraphs should be logically connected
to each other in order to produce a meaningful written piece.
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Candidates should make sure that they leave enough time to check their writing when planning their exam
time. Writing marks are awarded for this section as well as reading marks, so candidates should remember
to check grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

Writing

Key messages

There are two sections in this paper, Section A and Section B and 2 titles in each section. In Section A
there is one discursive and one argumentative essay title. Section B has one descriptive and one narrative
essay title. The candidate is required to choose one title from each section and write two essays. All
compositions require 350-450 words.

¢ Reading both alternative titles carefully in each section is very important. This enables candidates to
choose the titles which will work best for them.

o Each title ends with an instruction which specifies whether the response will be a discursive essay, an
argument, a description or a story.

e  Section A titles require a formal style which means avoiding colloquial or slang terms whereas
descriptive or narrative texts of Section B require less formal, often creative language.

e  Finally, writing an essay plan helps in two ways:
It ensures that the most suitable title is chosen. Some titles may sound appealing but the candidate’s
repertoire for that specific topic may not be enough to produce a text at the required length. If the
composition is too short there will not be enough well-defined, well-developed arguments
lideas/images/narrative details required for top marks.
It helps organise thoughts into paragraphs, stay on topic in each paragraph and avoid repetition.

Section A
Discussion

Discursive essays do not expect the writer to prove a point but discuss both sides of an argument, reflecting
opposing views regarding the topic. For example, if a candidate has chosen to answer Question 1 in
Section A, then they are expected to discuss both the advantages and disadvantages of genetic
engineering. They will need to write about the achievements of this science, giving examples, and then
explain, again giving examples, why some people believe that living organisms should not be interfered with.

Argument

Argumentative essays expect the writer to support a specific opinion, thesis or statement, presented in the
titte. Opposing opinions can be discussed but the main target of the essay is to persuade the reader to agree
with the writer’s claim. Argumentative essays are more about the thoughts and feelings of the person writing
the essays, compared to discursive essays.

For example, if a candidate has chosen to answer Question 2, which asks whether they agree with the
statement, that ‘People should be able to express their views freely about works of art like painting, music,
theatre et cetera’ they have to demonstrate why they are agreeing or disagreeing with this statement, again
supporting their views with examples.

In both discursive and argumentative essays, candidates are advised to use signposting words like ‘firstly’,
‘secondly’, finally’, to prepare the reader for what is coming; ‘in addition’, ‘what is more’, ‘another point’,
‘besides’, ‘also’ if they will be giving another example to support a previously presented view.

Section B

The key issue in Section B is to remember the difference between descriptive and narrative essays.

Descriptive essays are like painting a picture and adding sound, smell, feelings to it, to help the reader
visualise what is being described. So the essay aims not only to create a clear image but also rouse
emotions, maybe even memories and create an atmosphere. This year, Question 3, for example, asked the
candidates to describe the sounds, colours, smells they observed on an island where they found themselves
abandoned and the feelings the experience evoked in them. Sometimes candidates forget that they have
chosen a topic that requires a descriptive essay and launch into a story in the middle of their response. This
causes loss of marks as there may not be enough descriptive content in the essay to achieve full marks.

Narrative

Narrative topics may sound easy to write but candidates should remember that without a clear structure in
mind it is not possible to write a good story. A simple narrative with a beginning, middle and an end does not
guarantee a good mark. In narrative essays, the aim is to arouse the interest of the reader. Some description
can be used to make the story more vivid, but a good story also needs to have a plot, characters, setting,
climax, and a conclusion.

All responses, apart from the relevance and quality of the content, are also assessed for the quality of their
use of:

e vocabulary — well chosen, appropriate to the content

e sentences — a wide range, well-constructed, some complex
e  spelling, punctuation and grammar.

General comments

This year many candidates presented exceptional information regarding use of genetic engineering in
various branches of medicine, agriculture and animal breeding and how this developing branch of science is
used to solve global problems like famine. It was good to see how effectively some candidates were able to
use the information they gained across the curriculum to write a good discursive essay about the status of
genetic engineering.

This year there were far fewer examples of irrelevant quotations being used, which shows that teachers read
this report carefully.

A few candidates have a tendency to use archaic words, some of which are not even in the Turkish
Language Institution’s Daily Language Dictionary. Candidates are advised to refrain from using such words
unless absolutely necessary. They slow down marking and are often difficult to decipher in a handwritten
text, which may lead to loss of marks.

Finally, some candidates tend to repeat what they have already said, in various other ways, probably in order
to reach the word limit. This may only overshadow the appreciation they may gain in the other parts of their
response. As stated in the key messages, ‘Reading both alternative titles carefully in each section is very
important. This enables candidates to choose the titles which will work best for them’.

Comments on specific questions

Section A
Question 1

Question 1 started with a statement saying some people believe that the cells of living organisms should not
be used as the subject of scientists. Please note, there was a grammatical error in the context statement, but
this did not affect the candidates’ ability to answer the question, which was, ‘What are the advantages and
disadvantages of genetic engineering?’

Approximately one third of candidates opted for this question. Those candidates who demonstrated a lot of
information regarding the aim, the work done, the capacity of this area of science and then indicated the
forecasted negative possibilities, scored high marks.
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Question 2

Question 2 also started with a statement: ‘People should be able to freely voice their opinions regarding
forms of art like painting, music, theatre etc.” The candidate then was required to write whether or not they
agreed or disagreed with this view, justifying their opinion.

This was a popular question. The majority of candidates expressed their support for freedom of speech, both
for artists and for the consumers of art, presenting a good case reinforced with good examples. Some started
with ‘cave paintings’ claiming that they were drawn at the time by people who wanted the rest of the world to
know what they were thinking. Many gave Guernica as an example which reflects Picasso’s anti-war
approach and is still popular. Some candidates claimed that if it were not for freedom of speech at the time,
the artists would not be able to produce this artwork and people today would not be able to refer to it, to
express their anti-war feelings.

Those who were against freedom of speech for the artist or for the art consumer, claimed that some artists
may abuse this freedom to produce art which may provoke hatred against certain ethnic groups, a social
class or encourage unethical behaviour. Those who chose to approach the topic from the consumers’ point
of view, similarly claimed that if people were allowed to freely criticise the work of an artist they do not like, or
praise the artist they like, this would cause similar repercussions. The responses which were well-focused,
well organised and presented a persuasive argument with good language, scored high marks.

Section B
Question 3

This question required candidates to imagine that they found themselves abandoned on an island. They
were asked to describe the island with its sounds, colours, scents and the emotions all this evoked.

The first thing candidates need to remember is that this question is asking them to write a descriptive essay.
They are expected to describe, for example, the sea, the sky, the coast, the trees, flowers, animals, whatever
can be expected to exist on an island. Then come the emotions this awkward situation, beautiful or frightful,
will arouse.

Some candidates came up with a fascinating description of what they saw around the island, also referring to
positive emotions that the beautiful, welcoming environment evoked in them. Some described the island as a
frightening place and described their fear of isolation. Some moved about on the island, continuing to
describe what they saw. Some of them touched upon the reason why they were abandoned on the island.

However, some candidates, probably because they did not read the question carefully, turned their response
into a story. The question was not asking the candidate to write an account or story of this particular
experience. The possibility of making this mistake is underlined in the key messages.

Question 4

This question asked the candidates to use the following statement in her/his story. ‘Her/His hopes were
rising.” The number of candidates choosing to write a story was high as usual. Writing a story seems to be
perceived as an easier task than the other essay types. This is true only if the candidate has a story, realistic
or not, in mind. A story with a plot, that is, a series of events which encourage the reader to read more, a
setting, that is, a location where the events take place and characters, people or other beings, who
experience the events in the story. In addition, the language used should reflect feelings, thoughts and
events effectively and convincingly.

This year some very engaging stories were told. For example, a representative of an animal species which
has moved to another planet because of being tired of watching human beings treating nature so
disrespectfully, says, upon seeing people trying to stop other people cutting down trees, that their hopes are
rising. After all they may come back to our planet. Or the story of the man who has spent all his life doing
office work for his boss who is the same age as him. He has no other life and left all his dreams of becoming
a singer behind. But when his boss shows no sign of sincere sorrow after the sudden death of a colleague,
again his age, he announces his resignation, and, as he closes the door of the boss’s room, he says he feels
his hopes are rising.

Boliim A’daki anlatim
bicimlerinden biri agiklama digeri tartisma, Boliim B’deki anlatim bigimlerinden biri betimleme digeri
oykulemedir. Adayin her bélimden bir baslik segip iki kompozisyon yazmasi gerekir. Kompozisyonlar 350—
450 sbézcik uzunlugunda olmalidir.

e  Adaylarin her iki segenegi de okumasi ¢gok dnemlidir. Bu, adayin en basarili olacagdi bashg segmesini
saglayacaktir.

e  Butln basliklar, yazilacak metnin bir agiklama mi, tartisma mi, betimleme mi ya da éykuleme mi
oldugunu agikga belirtir.

e  Boliim A bagliklari resmi bir dil kullanmayi gerektirir. Bunun anlami, ginlik konusma dili ve argodan
kaginmaktir. Béliim B’nin betimleme ve dykileme metinleri ise daha samimi, daha ¢ok yaratici bir dil
gerektirir.

e  Son olarak bir plan yapmak iki sekilde yarar saglar:

Oncelikle en uygun bashgin segcildigini anlamanin en iyi yoludur. Bazi bagliklar ¢ekici gelse de adayin
bu konudaki birikimi, istenen uzunlukta bir metin yazmak igin yeterli olmayabilir. E§er kompozisyon ¢ok
kisaysa iyi not almak igin gerekli miktarda iyi agiklanmis ve gelistiriimis sav, fikir, betimleme ya da éyku
icermeyecektir. Plan, distinceleri paragraflar halinde diizenlemeyi, paragraflarda konudan sapmamay!
saglayacak ve tekrari dnleyecektir.

Bolim A
Aciklama

Aciklayici metinlerde yazarin herhangi bir gérist kanitlamasi degil, konuyla ilgili farkh gériglere yer vermesi
beklenir. Ornegin Boliim A’da 1. soruyu segen adaylar yazilarinda genetik miihendisligin hem avantajlarini
hem de dezavantajlarini dile getirmelidirler. Ornekler vererek hem bu bilim dalinin bagardiklarini anlatmal
hem de yine érneklerle, neden bazi insanlarin canli organizmalara miudahale edilmemesi gerektigini
dustndagunu, agiklamalhdirlar.

Tartisma

Tartisma metinleri yazarin, baslikta belirtilen goérisu, tezi ya da beyani, savunmasini gerektirir. Karsit
gorusler tartisilabilir ancak metnin esas hedefi, okuyucunun, yazarin goérisine katiimasini saglamaktir.
Tartismaci metinlerde, metni yazan kisinin distince ve duygulari aciklayici metinlere kiyasla daha fazladir.

Ornegin eger aday 2. Soruyu, yani ‘insanlar resim, muzik, tiyatro gibi sanat dallarinda gérislerini 6zgiirce
ifade edebilmelidir.” disincesine katilip katilmadigi sorusuna cevap vermeyi se¢cmisse, bu gorise neden
katildigini ya da katilmadidini, érnekler vererek aciklamaldir.

Hem aciklama hem de tartisma metinlerinde, adaylarin ‘ilk olarak’, ‘ikinci olarak’, ‘sonug¢ olarak’ gibi ifadelerle
okuru metinde bundan sonra ne gelecegini konusunda hazirlamasi, ‘ayrica‘, ‘bundan baska’, ‘dahasl’, ‘buna
ek olarak’ gibi ifadelerle, bir evvelki gorisu destekleyen bir gorus belirtilecegini gdstermesi yararli olacaktir.
Bolim B

Boliim B’de en 6nemli konu, betimleme ve dykileme metinleri arasindaki farki hatirlamaktir.
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Betimleme

Betimleme yazmak, bir resim yapip okurun o resmi zihninde canlandirabilmesine yardimci olmak igin, ona ses,
koku ve duygu eklemek gibidir. Yani betimlemenin hedefi yalnizca net bir gériinti yaratmak degil, duygulari,
hatta belki anilari uyarmak ve bir atmosfer yaratmaktir. Ornegin, bu yil 3. Soru, adaylardan kendilerini bir adada
terkedilmis olarak bulduklarini hayal etmelerini ve adada algiladiklar sesleri, renkleri, kokulari ve bu deneyimin
onlarda yarattiyi duygulari betimlemelerini istemisti. Ancak bazen adaylar bir noktadan sonra betimleyici bir
metin yazmalari gerektigini unutup bir 6ykl yazmaya koyuluyorlar. Bu durum, cevapta yeterince betimleyici
icerik olmadig i¢in not kaybetmelerine sebep oluyor.

Oykiileme

Oykileme konulari adaylara kolay gériinebilir ancak unutulmamalidir ki eger akilda net bir kurgu yoksa iyi bir
hikdye yazmak mimkin degildir. Giris, gelisme ve sonug bolimu olan basit bir dykd iyi bir notu garantilemez.
Oykileme metinlerinde amag okurun ilgisini uyandirmaktir. Oykiiyli canlandirmak igin betimleme kullanilabilir
ancak iyi bir 6yktde bir olay 6rgusu, kisiler, olaylarin yasandigi yer, bir dugum noktasi ve sonug olmalidir.

Buatan cevaplar, igerigin baslhiga uygunlugu ve niteliginin yani sira asagidaki 6geleri kullanmadaki becerileri
bakimindan da degerlendirilir:

o sOz varligi — iyi segilmis, icerige uygun
e  clUmleler — gesitli, iyi kurulmus, birkagi birlesik
e imla, noktalama ve dil bilgisi.

Genel yorumlar

Bu yil birgok aday 1. soruya cevaplarinda genetik mihendisligin tip, tarim ve hayvan yetistiriciligi alanlarinin
cesitli dallarinda nasil kullanildigini ve gelisen bu bilim dalinin aglik gibi kiiresel sorunlari ¢ézmek igin nasil
devreye girdigini anlatan fevkalade bilgiler sergilediler. Bazi adaylarin, 6gretim programlari yoluyla edindikleri
bilgileri kullanarak genetik mihendisliginin durumu konusunda bu denli iyi bir tartismaci yazi yaziklarini
gbérmek cok iyiydi.

Yine bu yil, konuyla ilgisi olmayan, yerli yersiz, Unlu sézler ¢cok daha az kullaniimisti. Bu da 6gretmenlerin bu
raporu dikkatle okudugunu gosteriyor.

Bazi adaylar, kimisi TDK Guncel Turkge Sozlikte dahi gegmeyen eskicil sézcik kullanma egilimi
gOsteriyorlar. Adaylara, kesinlikle gerekli olmadigi surece, bu tip s6zciik kullanmaktan kaginmalarini tavsiye
ediyoruz. Cunku bunlar el yazisi kullanilan bu sinavda sézciklerin desifre edilmesini gok guglestirdikleri igin
not verme islemini yavaslatiyor ve not kaybina bile sebep olabiliyor.

Son olarak, bazi adaylar, muhtemelen sézcuk limitine ulagsmak i¢in, zaten daha 6nce ifade ettiklerini, ¢esitli
sekillerde tekrarliyor. Bu tutum onlarin yazinin bagka bélimlerinde kazandiklari begeniye gblge dusurebilir.
Temel Mesajlarda belirtildigi gibi adaylarin her iki secenedi de okumasi ¢ok énemlidir. Bu, adayin en basarili
olacagi bashgdi secmesini saglayacaktir.

Bolim A
1. Soru

1. Soru bazi insanlarin, canli hiicrelerin bilim adamlarinin galismalarinda kullanmasini dogru bulmadiklarini
anlatan bir cimleyle bashyordu. Bu cimlenin gramer yapisinda bir hata vardi ancak bu, adayin ‘Genetik
muhendisligin avantajlari ve dezavantajlari nelerdir?’ sorusunu cevaplayabilmesini engellemedi.

Adaylarin takriben Ugte biri bu soruyu se¢gmisti. Cevaplarinda bu bilim dalinin amaci, yaptiklari ve kapasitesi
konusunda genis bilgi sergileyen, ardindan éngérulen olasi olumsuzluklari dile getiren adaylar yuksek not
aldilar.
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2. Soru

2. Soru da ‘insanlar resim, miizik, tiyatro gibi sanat dallarinda fikirlerini 6zgiirce ifade edebilmelidir:’
cumlesiyle basliyor ve adaylardan bu goérise katilip katilmadiklarini, sebepleriyle yazmalari isteniyordu.

Bu soru oldukga popiiler bir soruydu ve adaylarin gogunlugu hem sanatgilar hem de izleyici, dinleyici,
okuyucu gibi sanat tiketicilerinin fikirlerini 6zglrce dile getirebilmelerinden yana olduklarini, iyi drneklerle
destekledikleri iyi savunmalarla dile getirmisti. Kimileri ‘magara resimlerinden’ baslayip o insanlarin bu
resimleri dinyanin geri kalaninin distincelerini bilmesini istedikleri i¢in yaptiklarini ileri stiriiyordu. Birgogu
Guernica’yl Picasso’nun hala popliler olan savas karsiti durusuna 6rnek olarak vermisti. Bazi adaylar eger o
dénemde dusunceleri 6zglrce ifade etmek mumkiin olmasaydi, sanat¢ilarin bu eserleri yaratamayacaklarini
ve buglin de insanlarin savas karsiti duygularini dile getirmek icin o eserlere atifta bulunamayacaklarini
yazmislardi.

Sanatcinin fikirlerin 6zgtrce dile getirebilmesine karsi olanlar, bazi sanatcilarin, bu 6zgarligu, kimi etnik
gruplara, bir sosyal sinifa kargl nefret uyandiran ya da ahlaksiz davranislari tesvik eden sanat eserleri
Uretecek sekilde kullanabileceklerini iddia ediyordu. Konuya sanat tiketicileri agisindan tartismayi segen
adaylar, benzer sekilde eger insanlarin sevmedikleri bir sanatginin eserini 6zgurce elestirmelerine ya da
sevdikleri bir sanat¢ininkini dvmelerine izin verilirse, bunun da benzer sonuglara yol agacagini ileri
suriyorlardi. lyi odaklanmis, iyi diizenlenmis ve ikna edici bir tartismayi iyi bir dil kullanarak sunan cevaplar
yuksek not aldilar.

Boliim B
3. Soru

Bu soru adaylardan kendilerini bir adada terkedilmis olarak bulduklarini hayal etmelerini, sesleri, renkleri,
kokulariyla bu adayi ve batin bunlarin kendilerinde uyandirdigi duygulari betimlemelerini istiyordu.

Burada adaylarin hatirlamasi gereken ilk sey bu sorunun onlardan bir betimleme metni yazmalarini
istedigidir. Bir adada bulunmasiI muhtemel olan ne varsa, érnegin gékyuzunu, denizi, kiyiy, agaclari,
cicekleri, hayvanlari betimlemeleri gerekiyordu. Daha sonra da bu garip durumun uyaracagi butin guzel ya
da korkutucu duygulari.

Bazi adaylar adada gordiklerini ve glizel ve sevecen bir atmosferin onlarda uyandirdigi olumlu duygulari ¢ok
etkileyici bir dille betimlemislerdi. Bazilari ise aday! UrkUticU bir yer olarak betimlemis ve korku ve yalnizlik
duygusunu dile getirmisti. Bazi adaylar aday! bir ugtan bir uca dolagirken goérduklerini betimlerken bazilari da
neden adada terkedilmis olduklari konusuna da deginmisti.

Ancak, muhtemelen soruyu dikkatle okumadiklari i¢in, bazi adaylar metinlerini bir dykiye déndirmusta.
Soru, onlardan bu adadaki deneyimleri ile ilgili bir dyki yazmalarini istemiyordu. Temel Mesajlarda bu hataya
disme olasihdinin alti gizilmistir.

4. Soru

Bu soruda adaylardan i¢inde su cuimleyi kullandiklari bir 6yku yazmalari isteniyordu. ‘Umudu yeniden
yeseriyordu.” Her zamanki gibi bir 6ykl yazmayi tercih edenler ¢cogunluktaydi. Anlasilan éyki yazmak diger
anlatim bigcimlerinden daha kolay bir is olarak géruliyor. Bu, ancak adayin aklinda, gergekgi olsun olmasin,
bir hikdye varsa dogrudur. Yani okuyucuyu okumaya tesvik eden bir olaylar zinciri, olaylarin gectigi bir mekan
ve dyklde anlatilanlari yasayan insan ya da baska seyler. Ayrica, 6ykide duygulari, distinceleri ve olaylari
etkili ve inandirici bir sekilde anlatan bir dil kullaniimalidir.

Bu yil bazi ¢ok ilgi gekici dykuler anlatiimisti. Ornegin, insanlarin dogaya son derece saygisizca
davranmasini izlemekten bikip bir baska gezegene gogen bir hayvan tiri temsilcisi, birilerinin agaglari
kesmesine mani olan insanlari gérdiginde ‘Umidinin yeserdigini’ anlatiyordu. Belki de gezegenimize geri
doénmeye karar verebilirlerdi. Ya da butin émriini kendisiyle ayni yasta olan patronu icin bir ofiste ¢alisarak
geciren adam. Adamin bagka higbir hayati yoktur ve sarkici olma riyalarini goktan geride birakmistir. Ancak
patronunun yine ayni yaslarda bir is arkadasinin ani 6limune higbir Gzintl belirtisi gdstermemesi tzerine
o6ykunun kahramani istifasini verir ve patronun odasinin kapisini kaparken ‘Umitlerinin yeserdigini’ sdyler.
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
