See Note 1.1

three test-tubes (approximately 125mm x 16 mm) and a means to support them
means of labelling test-tubes (e.g. a marker pen)

stoppers to fit the test-tubes

30cm ruler graduated in mm

a white tile

a sharp knife or cutting blade

three approximately 250 cm? beakers to use as water baths for test-tubes
access to approximately 200 cm? of water at room temperature

access to approximately 200 cm? of water at 40°C

access to approximately 200 cm?® of water at 60°C

forceps

paper towels

a beaker of water at room temperature, labelled rinsing water

a thermometer (—10 to 110 °C with 1°C graduations)

The beetroot cylinders should be freshly cut using a cork borer with approximately 8 mm diameter and
placed in a beaker of tap water which has been changed once to remove most of the red colour.

approximately 150 cm3 of full fat milk, labelled milk. See Note 3.1

universal indicator in a bottle with a dropper or supplied with a dropping pipette
access to pH colour chart for use with universal indicator solution

4 large spatula loads of sodium carbonate powder

4 test-tubes (approximately 125mm x 16 mm) and a means to support them
3 x 100cm? beakers

2 cm?3 syringe without a needle

means to label beakers and paper towels

a balance, see Note 3.2

a piece of cling film (plastic wrap). See Note 3.3

scissors to cut cling film. See Note 3.3

a spatula

a 100 cm3 measuring cylinder.

The milk must be fresh, whole or full fat milk (3.5% minimum fat content) and needs to be supplied at a
temperature of approximately 55°C.

Note 3.2

The balance can measure to either 1 or 2 decimal places. Each candidate will need to measure three
different masses.

Note 3.3

The cling film should be large enough to cut into 3 pieces, each of which will be used when weighing
on the balance.

No apparatus is required for this question.

For Question 5

The beakers should be supplied as shown in Fig. 5.1.

Beaker X should have an insulating lid (e.g. a piece of thick card) in which there is a hole to insert the
thermometer.

Beaker Y should have a layer of insulation (e.g. cotton wool, cloth, corrugated cardboard), fastened
with rubber bands or tape.

Note 5.2

Each candidate will require approximately 350 cm? of hot water. The hot water should be supplied and
maintained at a temperature of approximately 80 °C.

Note 5.3
Candidates should be warned of the dangers of burns or scalds when using very hot water.
Note 5.4

Spare beakers and thermometers should be available in case of breakages.

Action at Changeover

Remove the thermometer and empty the water from the beakers.

For Question 6
Each candidate will require:

(i) a metre rule with a millimetre scale. See Note 6.1
(ii) a pivot —a prism or wooden block placed on the bench
(iii) a 30cm ruler with a millimetre scale
(iv) a 1509 load, labelled M — this can be made from a combination of slotted masses taped
together.

It is assumed that all candidates will use similar metre rules, unless stated otherwise by the supervisor.
