Candidates would benefit from more practice in using these letters. 
 
• Another common mistake is the ‘ஶ௣ல்’ and ‘ெநூல்’ letters. It refers to short vowel and long vowel 

sound. 
 
Example: ொைமகள் (incorrect) – ோைமகள் (correct) 
 
• Candidates should also be reminded that the letter ஏ conjugates with other consonants. 
 
Example: க + ஏ = ேக/ல + ஏ = ேல 
 
• Next, candidates use the colloquial language which is used in daily conversation. Some words which 

are in daily conversation are not suitable in formal writing. 
 
Example:

• Candidates should write the accurate version of idioms, proverbs and ‘Thirukural’ – Mistakes were
